herein after designated Mare Owner, Mare Owner agcees to breed the mare

Reg. No. ¢ To the stallion Broased to Beat, Reg. No. 3015131, for the fee of 5850.00, for a liwve
foal, subject to the following conditions.
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Stallion fee includes a non-refundable boocking fee of 5200, pavable with this contract, the balance of
which must be paid with all octher expenses when mare is picked up or when Mare Owner 1z invoiced,
whichever is first.

Breeder agrees to provide suitable facilities for the care and feed of the mare andf/or [oal while in his
custody. Mare Owner agrees to pay for care and feed at $9.00 per day for dry barn mare=s: 511.00 per day

for wet barn mares.

. Breeder will exercize judgement in care and supervision of mare and/or foal. Breeder's veterinarian will

examine mare for normal breeding conditions and will administer medical care as deemed necessary for the
health and safety of the mare and/or foal. All veterinarian and farrier expenses will be paid by Mare
OWner.

. Mares that are not halter broken will not be accepted for on-the-farm breeding.

The mare shall be in a healthy and sound breeding condition, free from infectious, contagious or
transmissible disease. A current negative Coggins Teat, photostat copy of reglstration paper (both
sides), veterinarian's health certificate, plus a health, worming and immunization record must
accompany mare; ALf they do not, Breeder's veterinarian will examine and/or test mare at Mare Owner's
expense. Breeder reserveas the right to refuse mare if not in proper condition.
Breeder agrees to diligently try to settle mare; however, if mare fails to settle, for any reason, Mare
Owner will hold Breeder blameless. Mare Owner agrees to give Breeder ample opportunity to settle mare.
This contract contains a "Live Foal Guarantee=." A live foal is described as a new born foal which stands
and nur=zes without aszistance. If foal iz born dead, there are return privileges only if Breeder is
notified within seven days and receives a wveterinarian's statement confirming death.
It iz agreed that should the mare miscarrcy, abort or prove barren after leaving Breeder's premises, Mare
Cwner has the privilege to return her for breeding during the current season, February through June, or
the following year, 20 . Mares returning to breed in 20 y Wwill be required to pay a chute fee of
$200.
For "Live Foal Guarantee™ to be wvalid, the Mare Owner must vaccinate mare for rhincpneumonitisz at the
proper intervala of pregnancy and must show proof of vaccination.
A "Breeder's Certificate™ will be issued for the foal, conceived by this mating, when stallion fee and
all other expenses have been paid in full; and, when mare has produced a live foal by this mating.
Both parties agree that S&G Stables, the Breeder and any person associated with Breeder and/or
S5&G Stables, iz not liable for death, sickness and/or accident caused to the mare and/or foal; and that
the Mare Owner is not liable for death, sickness, and/or accident caused to the stallion.
It iz further agreed that should the above named stallicn die, be 3o0ld by the owner, or become unfit for
service, that 5600 will be refunded, thereby cancelling this entire contract; or if mare diez or becomes
unfit te breed before being pronounced safe in foal, that Breeder has the option to breed another mare.
This contract is not transferable or assignable. In the event the mare is sold or otherwise disposed of
prior to the birth of the foal, the "Live Foal Guarantee” will no longer be walid.
Transported cooled semen iz available at the choice of the mare owner, under the following considerations.
a)l The Collection fee for the first shipment i= included in the stud fee. Additional shipmentz coat $I60
plus transportation fees.
b) Tranaportation fees will be billed at cost, either Fed Ex Overnight Delivery, or Airport to Rirport.
A courier fee will also be charged for Airport to Airport transport.
2} Equine Express II containers will normally be uszed for transport and will be charged at cost.
d) Requests for shipment must be made az soon as possible with at least 24 hour notice reguired. Requests
to be made to S&G Stables.
3) Semen shipments will be subject to availability with priority given to those who booked and paid the
booking fee earliest. The Breeding Manager will have the right of decision.
f) All feez must be paid and received in advance of shipment.
g] Semen shipments will be limited to three within one breeding season, subject to availability.
h} The Mare Owner has the option of transporting the mare to the farm for breeding if transported semen
breeding is unsuccessful, by paying a chute fee of $200.
This contract is entered into in the State of Indiana and will be interpreted and enforced under the laws

of that state.
